
 
The lead free scrap solder is 
generated as dross/(skimmings) or 
pot metal from wave solder machines 
or tinning pots.

                                                                   
The lead free scrap solder arrives at 
Electrum.  The receiving process includes 
identification, weighing and assigning a lot 
number for control purposes.

The lead free scrap solder is collected 
and packaged in green pails for 
storage prior to shipment.

The scrap solder is melted to recover lead 
free solder metal contained.                                              

During melting, certain solder flux 
and inhibitors generate products of 
combustion (gas).  These gases
are treated in our N.J. D.E.P.E.
permitted pollution control system.

The lead free scrap solder is 
transported to Electrum via truck.

The small portion of remaining oxides are 
then futher processed in a high temperature 
reducing furnace and refined to lead free 
solder metal.

The recycled lead free solder metal is 
consumed in the manufacture of solder 
products.

100% of lead free solder scrap is recycled.  
No portion requires disposal as waste.
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
